OUR FACILITIES

Presently, CRIB's facilities include an intensive care
unit, two flight release compounds, three hospital cages
and one hack site, where birds are housed in a habitat
to become accustomed to it prior to release, We have
several permanent residents, some acting as foster

parents when orphaned young are admitted to CRIB.

CRIB receives about 180 birds every year. Half of these
are birds of prey, the other half consisting of passerine
 species such as Mourning Doves, American Robins,
Grackles, Blue Jays, Crows, and a variety of finches

- and swallows. We have also treated rarer visitors such

as the Ruby-throated Hummingbird and Great-Blue
Heron. Though we do not have the equipment to care
for waterfowl species, we do house them temporarily

until they can be transferred to the appropriate facility.

WHAT CAN YOU DO FOR AVIAN WILDLIFE?
1. Support natural habitat conservation by joining an

environmental organization, or through personal initiative. ‘

2. Be innovative. Landscape your property to attract different |

species of birds by planting a variety of indigenous plants.

3. Avoid the use of pesticides. They are harmful to birds.

4. Install nest boxes. You may help certain species of songbirds
or birds of prey to raise their young,

5. Whenever possible, please keep your cats indoors. This is

especially important throughout the spring and summer |

months when baby birds are learning to fly.

6. Familiarize yourself with avian wildlife. Your local library, |

bird watching societies and other organizations are good

reference sources. Their representatives will be pleased to W
provide assistance. You will be richly rewarded for your efforts.
